Where to find tyre
information in order to
maintain them  properly?
Interestingly, all required
details for tyre maintenance
and safety data are given on
the side walls of the tyres
that you drive on. You should
know about the informative
details given by the tyre
manufacturer when you
happen to change a tyre .

The week and year of
manufacture of a tyre s
always marked on the
sidewall. A tyre marked
“3308” means that it was
manufactured in week 33 of
2008.

Manufacturers also  mark
tyres to show which factory
they were made in, so they
can track where and when a
faulty tyre was made.

Where do | find this
information on my tyre?

Find a string of numbers and
letters close to the tyres bead
usually starting with DOT. At
the end of the string you will
find the 3 or 4 numbers
relating to the tyre’s age.

If your tyres have just 3
numbers they will have been
made pre- 2000 and even if
they still have plenty of tread
on them we suggest changing
as they may be subject to
rubber corrosion.

You too might want to check
when a tyre was made.
